Teker 1. The last bus to Donington - on - Bain John Tryer reports on the local problems of a
national crisis - how people without cars can move about in the country. Last Monday the little
village of Donington - on - Bain, deep in the Lincolnshire woods, lost its last contact through
public transport with the outside world. Once Donington (pop. 236) boasted its own railway
station. That closed a generation ago, and on April I the two bus services, to Lincoln in one
direction and Louth in the other, were withdrawn. Now the villagers of Donington, a third of
whom do not own a car, face a three-mile treck for the nearest bus route. Lincolnshire is not a
good bus country, with the population scattered around in little pockets over the flat, rich
farmland. The buses have to cover long distances from place carrying don’t make enough
money on these journeys, and that even using the money they make on the busy routes to pay for
the less busy ones they can’t make ends meet. So they back the services. There are fewer buses.
Fewer people find the service they need. What are they going to do when the services stop? It
game as a shattering blow to Donington - on - Bain. “They’ve got no right to leave us here
without a bus” said Eva Traves, a 56 year - old housewife who has lived in the village for 36
years. “We’ve ever such a lot of elderly people here. How are they going to get out?” “My
husband Ron was in hospital at Louth recently and I visited him every day. I couldn’t do that
now, unless somebody took me in their car. The nearest bus is at South Willingham, three miles
away.” Donington’s local councilor, Charles Turner, was one of the first to be hit by lost
service. Unlike Ron Traves, who rides on a scooter to the meetings in the Louth this week.”
Turner says that some 35 per cent of the Donington people, especially in the old people’s
bungalows and the council houses, do not have a car. All hope, however, is not lost. Louth Rural
District Council is trying to persuade a local firm to run a bus service to and from Donington two
days a week. The trouble is that it will not do so unless the council underwrites the costs at the
rate of € 7 a day. The Council has refused, but its clerk, Bryan Spence, is trying to talk the firm
into haying a few experimental runs to see what happens. Unless something is done, the drain of
people from villages to the towns will continue, which cannot be healthy. If there are more
people in the villages it will be easier to justify buses to them. Many councilors seem to cling to
the mistaken belief that all villagers are two - car families when in fact many do not even have
one.

GE Capital, the financial services division of General Electric, applies it to
processes ranging from billing to various kinds of customer. Denis Nayden, president of GE
Capital, says that in practical terms that hard part of applying six is obtaining real data. “It’s
highly dependent on the data you have,” he says. “And given all the businesses we’re in, the data
are all different.” Thereafter, he says: “The real question is whether you can put the right model
in place, so the process has fewer moving parts and less things to break down. It’s very important
to change the process fundamentally. You need to change the whole behavior of the company, to
become more responsible to the customer.” This last part is crucial. GE Capital surveys its
customers regularly - some monthly or quarterly, depending on their business - to check their
performance. “It’s very important that the customer is engaged in this,” Nayden says. “We use a
score card, whereby customers identify what’s going wrong and what we should focus on.”

RUSSIA IN WORLDSKILLS

In October 2011, the project 'WorldSkills National Occupations Championship®
was approved by Viadimir Putin, the Russian President, and it was the start of
the WorldSkills movement in Russia.

On May 17, 2012, a regular General Assembly of WSI was held in South Korea,
During this Assembly, Russia was formally accepted as a member of this inter-
national organization, In the spring of 2013, the First All-Russian Professional
Skills Competition *WorldSkills Russia 2013, National Championship’ took place
in Tolyatti, The championship was attended by over three hundred participants
aged from 18 to 22 — students of secondary vocational institutions, winners of
regional contests,

Following the National Championship, a national team of the Russian Federa-
tion was formed. In July 2013, the team took part in the world competition of
WorldSkills International in Leipzig (Germany).

In May 2014, WorldSkills Russia 2014, the 11 National Blue-Collar Occupations
Championship, brought together hundreds of participants, It became one of the
main stages of preparation of the Russia’s national team for the performance at
the WorldSkills Competition in 2015,

On December 30, 2014, non-profit partnership the Union ‘Agency for Develop-
ment of Professional Communities and Skilled Workers “ WorldSkills Russia™ '
was registered in the Unified State Register of Legal Entities,

Currently, our country declared its commitment to development and recovery
of the secondary vocational education system, In view of the experience of
the industrialized countries, where professional training helps them to gain
a competitive advantage and develop the economy, our government has
taken the major initiative to create a powerful tool for the development of
vocational training in Russia — WorldSkills Russia — the Union ‘Agency for
Development of Professional Communities and Skilled Workers “WorldSkills
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Russia™ . Pavel Chernykh became the President of the Union “Worldskills
Russia’, Participants of WorldSkills Russia compete in dozens of disciplines
of all kinds covering different trades. For example, the 11 National Champi-
onship in Kazan included 35 skills: rockshaper, tile placer, joiner, carpenter,
bricklayer, refrigerationist, furniture maker, plumber, dry construction spe-
cialist — plasterer, electrician (electric fitter), web designer, CAD specialist,
svstem administrator, graphic designer, jeweller, video editor, CNC miller,
CNC lathe operator, mechatronics enginecer, welder, robot technician, clec-
tronics technician, medical technology specialist, universal hairdresser, stylist,
cookery specialist, candy maker. florist, nurse (social worker), optometrist,
fashion designer, auto body repair man, motor mechanist (auto mechatronics
specialist), car painter, tractor operator.




WELDING GASES

There is a variety of different types of gases that are used in welding. One of
the major ways that gases are used is for shielding the arca to be welded from
gases that come from the atmosphere, The reason the welding arca needs to
be shielded is because these other gases can change the way the weld looks or
make it difficult to use.

Whether a gas is used, the type of gas, and how it is used will be determined
by the welding process, Some of the most common gases and their uses are
listed here,

Acetylene gas. This is a flammable gas that is colourless, and some people
say it smells like garic. The periodic table designation is C;H,. This gas is the
hottest of all hydrocarbon gases because it has a structure that is called the triple
bond. When you combine this gas with oxygen, which is how it is often used,
the temperature of the flame can get as high as 5,580 degrees Fahrenheit, This
gas can be used for small or large projects. It is often called oxyacetylene when
combined with oxygen.

Uses: for bracing, welding, cutting and soldering It is usually stored in pressur-
ized steel cylinders.

Air. Believe it or not, air is considered a gas in a welding situation. Air is found
in bottles and is often compressed for the purposes of welding.

Argon. This is a non-toxic, non-flammable and inert gas, which means that it
doesn’t take part in a chemical reaction when it comes in contact with metal or
other matenial. It is also a colourfess gas and it doesn't carry an odour.

Uses: it is basically used for arch welding, the manufacturing of electronics,
making steel and heat treating. It is also used to weld aluminium and stainless
steel (when combined with oxygen).

Oxygen. It is primarily used with other gases where high heat is necessary to
make a weld. It is most ofien used.wixh acetylene, but it can also be mixed with

argon and other types of gases.
Uses: necessary when you want to use a high heat on metal.

Gases are most often used with a torch that has a regulator that can control the
amount of gas that is distributed at any given time. The torch itself is attached




to the regulator through hoses and the regulator is attached to the cylinde
hold the gas. Some gases like propane are in cylinders that have a shont
at the end; the torch is connected directly to the cylinder.

There are many safety precautions one should take with gases 10 cut
the risk of being hurt. Some things are common sense, but it is a goo
to mention them anyway. Store the cylinders in a place where they will
damaged or overheated. If they are large cylinders, make sure they are ¢l
in a way that stops them from falling. If you have extra gas or cylinder
oxygen, they should be stored separately.

9.1.ENGLISH MEALS

The English proverb says: every cook praises his own broth. One can not say
English cookery is bad, but there is not a lot of variety in it in comparison with
European cuisine. The English are very particular about their meals. The usual
meals in England are breakfast, lunch, tea and dinner.

Breakfast time is between seven and nine a.m. A traditional English breakfast
Is a very big meal. It consists of juice, porridge, a rasher or two of bacon and
eggs, toast, butter, jam or marmalade, tea or coffee. Marmalade is made from
oranges and jam is made from other fruit. Many people like to begin with
porridge with milk or cream and sugar, but no good Scotsman ever puts sugar on
it, because Scotland is the home of porridge. For a change you can have
sausages, tomatoes, mushrooms, cold ham or perhaps fish.

But nowadays in spite of the fact that the English strictly keep to their meals
many people just have cereal with milk and sugar or toast with jam or honey.
The two substantial meals of the day are lunch and dinner. Lunch is usually
taken at one o'clock. For many people lunch is a quick meal. Office workers
usually go to a cafe at this time. They take fish, poultry or cold meat (beef,
mutton, veal and ham), boiled or fried potatoes and all sorts of salad. They may
have a mutton chop or steak and chips, followed by biscuits and a cup of coffee.
Some people like a glass of light beer with lunch. Pubs also serve good, cheap
food. School children can have a hot meal at school. Some of them just bring a
snack from home.

Tea is very popular among the English; it may almost be called their national
drink. Tea is welcome in the morning, in the afternoon and in the evening. The
English like it strong and fresh made. The English put one tea-spoonful of tea for
each person. Tea means two things. It is a drink and a meal. Some people have
afternoon tea, so called «high tea» with sandwiches, tomatoes and salad, a tin of
apricots, pears or pineapples and cakes, and, of course a cup of tea. That is what
they call good tea. It is a substantial meal.

Cream teas are also popular. Many visitors, who come to Britain, find English
instant coffee disgusting. Dinner time is generally between six and eight p.m.
The evening meal is the biggest and the main meal of the day. Very often the
whole family eats together. They begin with soup, followed by fish, roast
chicken, potatoes and vegetables, fruit and coffee.

On Sundays many families have a traditional lunch consisting of roast
chicken, lamb or beef with salads, vegetables and gravy.

The British enjoy tasting delicious food from other countries, for example, French,
Italian, Indian and Chinese food. Modern people are so busy that they do not have
a lot of time for cooking themselves. So, the British buy the food at the restaurant
and bring it home already prepared to eat. So we can conclude that take-away
meals are rather popular among the population. Eating has become rather
international in Britain lately.

RUSSIA IN WORLDSKILLS

In October 2011, the project 'WorldSkills National Occupations Championship’
was approved by Viadimir Putin, the Russian President, and it was the starnt of
the WorldSkills movement in Russia,

On May 17, 2012, a regular General Assembly of WSI was held in South Korea,
During this Assembly, Russia was formally accepted as a member of this inter-
national organization, In the spring of 2013, the First All-Russian Professional
Skills Competition *WorldSkills Russia 2013, National Championship' took place
in Tolyatti, The championship was attended by over three hundred participants
aged from 18 to 22 — students of secondary vocational institutions, winners of
regional contests,

Following the National Championship, & national team of the Russian Federa-
tion was formed. In July 2013, the team took part in the world competition of
WorldSkills International in Leipzig (Germany).

In May 2014, WorldSkills Russia 2014, the 11 National Blue-Collar Occupations
Championship, brought together hundreds of participants, It became one of the
main stages of preparation of the Russia’s national team for the performance at
the WorldSkills Competition in 2015,

On December 30, 2014, non-profit partnership the Union ‘Agency for Develop-
ment of Professional Communities and Skilled Workers “ WorldSkills Russia™
wiais registered in the Unified State Register of Legal Entities,

Currently, our country declared its commitment to development and recovery
of the secondary vocational education system, In view of the experience of
the industrialized countries, where professional training helps them to gain
a competitive advantage and develop the economy, our government has
taken the major initiative to create a powerful tool for the development of
vocational training in Russia — WorldSkills Russia — the Union ‘Agency for
Development of Professional Communities and Skilled Workers “WorldSkills
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Russia™ . Pavel Chernykh became the President of the Union ‘Worldskills
Russia’, Participants of WorldSkills Russia compete in dozens of disciplines
of all kinds covering different trades. For example, the 11 National Champi-
onship in Kazan included 35 skills: rockshaper, tile placer, joiner, carpenter,
bricklayer, refrigerationist, furniture maker, plumber, dry construction spe-
cialist — plasterer, electrician (electric fitter), web designer, CAD specialist,
svstem administrator, graphic designer, jeweller, video editor, CNC miller,
CNC lathe operator, mechatronics engineer, welder, robot technician, clec-
tronics technician, medical technology specialist, universal hairdresser, stylist,
cookery specialist, candy maker. florist, nurse (social worker), optometrist,
fashion designer, auto body repair man, motor mechanist (auto mechatronics
specialist), car painter, tractor operator.




A FAMOUS WELDER

Professor Evgeny Oscarovich Paton (1870 —1953), the founder of Electric
Welding Institute in Kiev, was born in 1870 in Nice, France, He studied
at Dresden Technical University and at St Petersburg Institute of Railway
Engineers.

In 1929, he organized a welding laboratory and the Electric Welding Committee
Paton was a pioncer in joining and welding technology. To make the process
of welding reliable, he researched the mechanics of welded structures and the
physics of the electric arc. Paton formulated the main principles of are welding
He developed welding equipment, tools and technigues, During World War I,
Paton supervised the production of equipment and technology for automated
welding of special steels for tanks (T-34), bombs and other military hardware.
After the war, more than 100 bridges were constructed under his supervision.

This is the first all-welded bridge in the world, The design and construction
were made by academic Paton, The place was so beautiful, that he gave up the
idea of making a tunnel. He decided to make a bridge for people to enjoy the
beauty of the place. The construction began in 1940, but the war stopped the
praject. During the war, the first part of the bridge was bombed. After the war,
the part was restored and the construction was continued. He died a few monthy
before the opening of the bridge. To remember Paton, the bridge was named
after the great scientist and welder.

The bridge is one of the largest in Europe, It is 1,543 metres long. 10,688 welds
were made to connect 264 blocks. It is extremely strong. 135,000 vehicles drive
the bridge per day. For the first time in the world, the main beams were mounted
with electric welding instead of rivets. Now this method is widely used around
the world.



WELDING GASES

There is a variety of different types of gases that are used in welding. One of
the major ways that gases are used is for shielding the arca to be welded from
gases that come from the atmosphere, The reason the welding area needs to
be shielded is because these other gases can change the way the weld looks or
make it difficult to use.

Whether a gas is used, the type of gas, and how it is used will be determined
by the welding process. Some of the most common gases and their uses are
listed here,

Acetylene gas. This is a flammable gas that is colourless, and some people
say it smells like garlic. The periodic table designation is C;H,. This gas is the
hottest of all hydrocarbon gases because it has a structure that is called the triple
bond. When you combine this gas with oxygen, which is how it is often used,
the temperature of the flame can get as high as 5,580 degrees Fahrenheit. This
gas can be used for small or large projects. It is often called oxyacetylene when
combined with oxygen.

Uses: for bracing, welding, cutting and soldering It is usually stored in pressur-
ized steel cylinders.

Air. Believe it or not, air is considered a gas in a welding situation. Air is found
in bottles and is often compressed for the purposes of welding,

Argon. This is a non-toxic, non-flammable and inert gas, which means that it
doesn’t take part in a chemical reaction when it comes in contact with metal or
other material. It is also a colouriess gas and it doesn’t carry an odour.

Uses: it is basically used for arch welding, the manufacturing of electronics,
making steel and heat treating. It is also used to weld aluminium and stainless
steel (when combined with oxygen).

Oxygen. It is primarily used with other gases where high heat is necessary to
make a weld. It is most oflen used_with acetylene, but it can also be mixed with

argon and other types of gases.
Uses: necessary when you want to use a high heat on metal.

Gases are most often used with a torch that has a regulator that can control the
amount of gas that is distributed at any given time. The torch itself is attached




to the regulator through hoses and the regulator is attached to the cylinde
hold the gas. Some gases like propane are in cylinders that have a shont
at the end; the torch is connected directly to the cylinder.

There are many safety precautions one should take with gases 10 cut
the risk of being hurt. Some things are common sense, but it is n goo
to mention them anyway. Store the cylinders in a place where they will )
damaged or overheated. If they are large cylinders, make sure they are ¢l
in a way that stops them from falling. If you have extra gas or eylinder
oxygen, they should be stored separately.

RUSSIA IN WORLDSKILLS

In October 2011, the project 'WorldSkills National Occupations Championship’
was approved by Viadimir Putin, the Russian President, and it was the starnt of
the WorldSkills movement in Russia,

On May 17, 2012, a regular General Assembly of WSI was held in South Korea,
During this Assembly, Russia was formally accepted as a member of this inter-
national organization, In the spring of 2013, the First All-Russian Professional
Skills Competition *WorldSkills Russia 2013, National Championship' took place
in Tolyatti, The championship was attended by over three hundred participants
aged from 18 to 22 — students of secondary vocational institutions, winners of
regional contests,

Following the National Championship, & national team of the Russian Federa-
tion was formed. In July 2013, the team took part in the world competition of
WorldSkills International in Leipzig (Germany).

In May 2014, WorldSkills Russia 2014, the 11 National Blue-Collar Occupations
Championship, brought together hundreds of participants, It became one of the
main stages of preparation of the Russia’s national team for the performance at
the WorldSkills Competition in 2015,

On December 30, 2014, non-profit partnership the Union ‘Agency for Develop-
ment of Professional Communities and Skilled Workers “ WorldSkills Russia™
wiais registered in the Unified State Register of Legal Entities,

Currently, our country declared its commitment to development and recovery
of the secondary vocational education system, In view of the experience of
the industrialized countries, where professional training helps them to gain
a competitive advantage and develop the economy, our government has
taken the major initiative to create a powerful tool for the development of
vocational training in Russia — WorldSkills Russia — the Union ‘Agency for
Development of Professional Communities and Skilled Workers “WorldSkills
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Russia™ . Pavel Chernykh became the President of the Union ‘Worldskills
Russia’, Participants of WorldSkills Russia compete in dozens of disciplines
of all kinds covering different trades. For example, the 11 National Champi-
onship in Kazan included 35 skills: rockshaper, tile placer, joiner, carpenter,
bricklayer, refrigerationist, furniture maker, plumber, dry construction spe-
cialist — plasterer, electrician (electric fitter), web designer, CAD specialist,
svstem administrator, graphic designer, jeweller, video editor, CNC miller,
CNC lathe operator, mechatronics engineer, welder, robot technician, clec-
tronics technician, medical technology specialist, universal hairdresser, stylist,
cookery specialist, candy maker. florist, nurse (social worker), optometrist,
fashion designer, auto body repair man, motor mechanist (auto mechatronics
specialist), car painter, tractor operator.




A FAMOUS WELDER

Professor Evgeny Oscarovich Paton (1870 —1953), the founder of Electric
Welding Institute in Kiev, was born in 1870 in Nice, France, He studied
at Dresden Technical University and at St Petersburg Institute of Railway
Engineers.

In 1929, he organized a welding laboratory and the Electric Welding Committee
Paton was a pioncer in joining and welding technology. To make the process
of welding reliable, he researched the mechanics of welded structures and the
physics of the electric arc. Paton formulated the main principles of are welding
He developed welding equipment, tools and technigues, During World War I,
Paton supervised the production of equipment and technology for automated
welding of special steels for tanks (T-34), bombs and other military hardware.
After the war, more than 100 bridges were constructed under his supervision.

This is the first all-welded bridge in the world, The design and construction
were made by academic Paton, The place was so beautiful, that he gave up the
idea of making a tunnel. He decided to make a bridge for people to enjoy the
beauty of the place. The construction began in 1940, but the war stopped the
praject. During the war, the first part of the bridge was bombed. After the war,
the part was restored and the construction was continued. He died a few monthy
before the opening of the bridge. To remember Paton, the bridge was named
after the great scientist and welder.

The bridge is one of the largest in Europe, It is 1,543 metres long. 10,688 welds
were made to connect 264 blocks. It is extremely strong. 135,000 vehicles drive
the bridge per day. For the first time in the world, the main beams were mounted
with electric welding instead of rivets. Now this method is widely used around
the world.



WELDING GASES

There is a variety of different types of gases that are used in welding. One of
the major ways that gases are used is for shielding the arca to be welded from
gases that come from the atmosphere, The reason the welding area needs to
be shielded is because these other gases can change the way the weld looks or
make it difficult to use.

Whether a gas is used, the type of gas, and how it is used will be determined
by the welding process, Some of the most common gases and their uses are
listed here,

Acetylene gas. This is a flammable gas that is colourless, and some people
say it smells like garlic. The periodic table designation is C;H,. This gas is the
hottest of all hydrocarbon gases hecause it has a structure that is called the triple
bond. When you combine this gas with oxygen, which is how it is often used,
the temperature of the flame can get as high as 5,580 degrees Fahrenheit, This
gas can be used for small or large projects. It is often called oxyacetylene when
combined with oxygen.

Uses: for bracing, welding, cutting and soldering It is usually stored in pressur-
ized steel cylinders.

Alr. Believe it or not, air is considered a gas in a welding situation. Air is found
in bottles and is often compressed for the purposes of welding.

Argon. This is a non-toxic, non-flammable and inert gas, which means that it
doesn’t take part in a chemical reaction when it comes in contact with metal or
other material. It is also a colourless gas and it doesn’t carry an odour.

Uses: it is basically used for arch welding, the manufacturing of electronics,
making steel and heat treating. It is also used to weld aluminium and stainless
steel (when combined with oxygen).

Oxygen. It is primarily used with other gases where high heat is necessary to
make a weld. It is most ofien used with acetylene, but it can also be mixed with

argon and other types of gases.

Uses: necessary when you want to use a high heat on metal.

Gases are most often used with a torch that has a regulator that can control the
amount of gas that is distributed at any given time. The torch itself is attached




to the regulator through hoses and the regulator is attached to the cylinde
hold the gas. Some gases like propane are in cylinders that have a shont
at the end; the torch is connected directly to the cylinder.

There are many safety precautions one should take with gases 10 cut
the risk of being hurt. Some things are common sense, but it is n goo
to mention them anyway. Store the cylinders in a place where they will
damaged or overheated. If they are large cylinders, make sure they are ¢l
in a way that stops them from falling. If you have extra gas or eylinder
oxygen, they should be stored separately.
